• Demonstrate a dedication to community service.
• Must have graduated high school with a cumulative 2.75 GPA
• Applicants must submit a transcript with the essay.

Tell us about the challenges you faced and how you overcame them.

 Minimum 500 words, typed, double spaced, size 12 font, word document.

Award: Two (2) $500 scholarships, one time award.
